ForMission is a two-year program designed to foster

the personal transformation of women and men
religious and to offer them assistance in articulating
the vision and developing skills necessary for
formation for a prophetic way of life.

Participants attend four residential sessions and
assume various responsibilities in their congregations
between sessions. A final project connected with their
ministry is submitted on completion of the program.
Participants may begin the program with any one of
the intensive sessions. The residential sessions are

held at Catholic Theological Union in Chicago, Oblate
School of Theology in San Antonio, and the Holy Trinity
Spiritual Center in Baftimore. Program presenters are
drawn from those institutions and beyond.
